Test to evaluate the level of danger of a person who lives with multiple disabilities and or severe exposure to risk of abuse, mistreatment, or negligence.
It is always difficult to try to and verify suspicions of possible abuse however if we do nothing many people with multiple disabilities will continue to suffer in silence their intolerable situations. Several criteria allow us to evaluate the risk that a perosn with a disability will become a victim of abuse or negligence. The questionnaire that follows allows us to understand the typical attitude and to verify if your suspicion is reasonable. 
Profile of the vulnerable person: 

1. The person is dependent on others for basic care 

2. The person has a mental health /intellectual challenges that require regular aid 

3. The person cannot orally communicate their experiences /emotions 

4. The person does not have a significant social network  

5. The person has been receiving aid from various persons for at least a year  


6. The person does not have control of their money or possessions in their day to day life 

7. The person has a degenerative illness or disability  (ex. : Alzheimer)


8. The person is self injurious 
.

9. The person  has little contact with their family 

10. The person suffers from chronic pain with little to no relief ( unable to communicate pain )
11. The person has a Personality disorder or challenging behavior 
12. The person has trouble with situating themselves in time and place – needs support to ground in the  
              Present reality –often refers to past or future events in present tense 
13. The person  suffers from incontinence 
14. The person is treated for symptoms of depression 
15. The person has deformed physical features
