Test to evaluate level of danger of a person with multiple disabilities and/ or severe vulnerability to risk of abuse. Mistreatment or negligence  

(Test of potential indicators) form interview and assessment of victims/ survivors, and family members of abused person – University of Montreal)
The Person :

1. 
is reclusive, or lives in seclusion  

2. 
appears frightened, stressed, or suspicious of others 

3. 
Presents with symptoms of depression including : insomnia, loss of appetite, loss of interest, and frequent crying 

4. 
Has the appearance of being overly calm or quiet (part of cloak of competence for DD) 


5. 
Cries easily around support personnel 

6. 
Has sudden mood swings 

7. 
Appears to not care about their physical appearance indifferent to how others perceive them 

8. 
Gives the impression they would rather not be present 
9. 
Requires the permission of a third party to answer questions unsure of their own answers  

10. 
Is unable to explain bruises wounds scars etc 

11. Hides their possessions  


12. Isolates themselves frequently without apparent reason or notice of communicating need for privacy 
13. Wants to change residences or housing  

14. 
experiences medically inexplicable wieght loss 

15. 
Tells repeated stories of falls that have no antecedent 

16. 
Complains of  discomfort

5-8 are worth 7 pts each 

9-16 are worth 5 pts. Each

If the total is 18 pts or more there is a high probability that they are in the presence of an abusive situaiton and a victim of that situation requiring intervention and treatment.
