Kory Earle is a young disability rights advocate who lives in Lanark County, Ontario. Kory has had to fight for many of his own rights and became active with his local People First chapter in 2006. Within three years he was President of that chapter and became active in the provincial chapter – People First of Ontario. By 2009, Kory was appointed as the Youth Representative to the board of People First of Canada, and has been on the national board ever since. He is currently President of People First Canada.


Kory's mission is to ensure that all people with disabilities are treated equally, that their rights are respected, and that they are seen as everyday people. Kory is very vocal in his opinions and has been interviewed numerous times in local radio and print media. Kory is particularly proud of his work in getting union employees to stop picketing in front of group homes in Lanark County. On the national level, Kory is also the Inclusive Education representative for People First of Canada and uses his own lived experiences in the school system to help build more inclusive actions and attitudes in education for people with intellectual disabilities. Kory credits the founding members of the People First movement for helping him develop as a leader and activist and he continues this role by mentoring new members to the movement.
